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BATTING CAGE RULES

No metal cleats allowed

No sunflower seeds, shelled peanuts, candy or gum allowed

Pitcher MUST be at least 18 years old

Pitcher MUST pitch from behind the L-Screen

Batter MUST wear a helmet at all times

ONLY one batter and one pitcher in the cage at a time

Entry point(s) in the netting MUST be closed when the cage is in use
No hitting or throwing balls into the fencing

L-Screen should remain in the cage at all times and not removed

No hitting balls from the outside of the cage into the netting

For the safety of others around the batting cage area, no swinging of
bat while outside the cage
